	The Association of Chief Police Officers ACPO (2007) Road Death Investigation Manual (RDIM) is used to assist forces to develop policies and business processes to ensure that deaths on the road are investigated professionally.

The police generally pursue the following line of questioning to establish facts:
· Why was the vehicle at the scene?

· What was the mechanical condition of the vehicle?

· What was the physical condition of the driver?

· What was the legal compliance of both vehicle and driver?
	

	Human Factors investigated:
· Alcohol and/or drugs.

· Vehicle occupant restraint use – were restraints correctly worn?

· Fatigue.

· Bad driving.

· Distraction of the driver, e.g., through use of a mobile phone.

· Health and eyesight issues.

· Training and competence of the driver or road user.

Vehicle Factors investigated:
· Roadworthiness and general condition.

· Suitability of vehicle for use or location

· Potential design fault

Environmental Factors investigated
· Road condition - condition of the road surface.

· Road geometry - curvature and grade.

· Roadside protection - purpose and condition of the central reservation barriers.

· Signage, lighting, automatic traffic signals.

· Weather conditions at the time of the collision.

It is essential to manage work related road safety.
